Together with Regional Coordinators from the South Carolina Department of Education, South Carolina Department of Agriculture and Clemson University, nutrition and agricultural standards-based lessons will be developed and provided to teachers for use in their classrooms.  Field trips to South Carolina farms, taste-testing and other opportunities will be made available to students to learn about the role of agriculture in producing our food source.
Harleyville-Ridgeville Elementary takes pride in offering our students access to nutritious South Carolina-grown fruits and vegetables while, at the same time, helping support our local economy by purchasing produce from South Carolina farmers.
